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ABSTRACT

This research’s objectives aimed for studying the employee’s job satisfaction of the
private organizationals that effects relationship between employees and their private
companies in southern part of Thailand. The sample consisted of 406 employees whose
are now working in the southern part of Thailand form several provinces of Thailand such
as Krabi, Chumphon, Trang, Nakhon Si Thammarat, Narathiwat, Pattani, Phang Nga,
Phatthalung, Phuket, Yala, Ranong, Songkhla, Satun, and Surat Thani.

The research tool was using questionnaire. Data was analyzed by statistical
programing software. The statistic test that used in this hypothesis testing was the “t-test”
testing method to examine differences “level of relationship between employees and their
private organization” of each individual working people, Using “one-way ANOVA” method to
examine the differences of relationship between employees and their private organization,
and using multiple regression analysis to analyze the relationship and influence of job
satisfaction on organizational commitment.

The results of this research showed that the majority of the sample were female,
aged between 31-40 years old, status - married, mostly held a bachelor's degree, worked
as general/operational level employees, earned between 10,001-20,000 baht, and had at
least 10 years of work experience.

The hypothesis testing results revealed that, the Private sector employees in
southern Thailand that have different demographic factors and education level exhibit
significantly different levels of “relationship between employees and their private
organization” at a statistical significance level of 0.05.

The job satisfaction in aspects, such as kindness and compassion (Happy Heart),
a positive and harmonious social environment within the organization and community
(Happy Society), relaxation and stress reduction (Happy Relax), seeking knowledge and
self-development (Happy Brain), peace of mind, morality, and a good conscience (Happy
Soul), prudent spending and avoiding debt (Happy Money), and a warm family life (Happy
Family) are significantly correlated with organizational commitment at a statistical

significance level of 0.05
